REGULATIONS TO PROVIDE RESOURCES 

FOR TRAINING FOR THE ORDAINED MINISTRY 

OF THE CHURCH IN WALES

1.

In these Regulations:

(a)
the Fund shall mean the Fund to Provide Resources for Training for the Ordained Ministry of the Church in Wales;

(b)
ordained ministry shall include the order of deaconesses;

(c)
candidate shall mean a person who has been provisionally accepted for training for the ordained ministry of the Church in Wales by the Bishop of the diocese in which it is intended that his ministry shall commence.

2.

The Representative Body, or the appropriate committee thereof, shall stand possessed of the Fund.

3.

The Fund shall consist of, and there shall be placed to its credit:

(a)
contributions from Diocesan Boards of Finance under regulation 5;

(b)
unexpended balances of awards which are withdrawn or otherwise not taken up;

(c)
such other sums, if any, as shall from time to time be authorised or directed to be credited to the Fund.

4.

There shall be charged against the Fund:

(a)
such awards as shall from time to time be made by the Bench of Bishops, or such persons or body of persons nominated by it, to provide for the training of candidates for the ordained ministry of the Church in Wales;

(b)
such other expenditure as may from time to time be incurred in the furtherance of the purposes of the Fund.

5.

The Board of Finance of the diocese in which it is intended that a candidate’s ministry shall commence shall contribute towards the cost of an award to that candidate. Such contributions shall be paid to the Representative Body to the credit of the Fund.
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
